Financial assistance also helps with basic
necessities for people who struggle with emotional and employment problems.

Sheriff’s Toy Project is a year-round program supporting the less fortunate
children and families in the Sacramento area. We support area schools with
after-school programs and our Sheriff’s Activities League by providing school
supplies, computers, clothing, shoes, jackets, bikes for transportation, summer
kid’s camps and support for scholarships for college-bound students.
